
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
May 24, 2011

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, May 24, 2011 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Tom Peper, Chairman, Jerry Doyle, Dan Miles, David Stenberg, and Rick Veldkamp, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.


Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to approve the agenda as amended.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of May 3, 2011.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the automatic budget supplement to the Library Salaries Budget in the amount of $8650.00 due to unanticipated contribution revenue.  All voted “aye”.


As advertised, a hearing was held at 9:05 to consider a petition to vacate the following property:


Plat of Hemmer Addition in the South Half (S1/2) of Section Twenty-nine (29), Township One Hundred Six

All voted “aye”.  The Auditor will record the certification with the Register of Deeds.

All voted “aye”.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to adjourn to conduct business as Board of Adjustment at 9:15 AM.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to adjourn as Board of Adjustment and to enter into Joint Board of Commission and Planning & Zoning at 9:25 AM.  All voted “aye”.  Also present was Deputy DOE Karen Spencer.  One plat was reviewed.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to approve the following plat, with all members voting “aye”:

Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to resume regular session at 9:30 AM.  All voted “aye”

Abby Fout - Lake County Extension Educator, Scott Pederson - Lake County Commission Chairman, Dr. Rosie Nold - North District Extension Director, Donna Bittiker - Moody County Extension Educator, and Marlene Dahlmeier – Moody County Extension Office Manager, met with the Board to discuss the restructuring of the Extension program.  Discussion was held on the needs of Moody County.  Linda Goetz, 4-H Club Leader then joined the meeting.  Dr. Nold informed the Board that SDSU would like to receive a letter of intent by July 1 as to what counties plan to implement for the 4-H Advisor position.  The Extension reorganization would go into effect around October 1, 2011.

The Board discussed the Extension reorganization.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Stenberg to join with Lake County with a 60%(Lake)/40%(Moody) split for the Extension 4-H Advisor position and retain the current Moody County Extension Office Manager position at 40 hours per week.  All voted “aye”.  Auditor Schaefers will contact Extension Educator Donna Bittiker regarding drafting a letter of intent to submit to SDSU.


Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to accept the resignation of Deputy Auditor Glenda Erickson effective June 3, 2011 and to authorize Schaefers to advertise the job opening.  All voted “aye”.

Auditor Schaefers reviewed the 2012 budget preparation process with the Board.  Discussion was held on the Egan Fire Department.  Schaefers discussed the August and September meeting dates.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to hold the August Commissioner meetings on August 9 and 23, 2011, and hold the September Commissioner meetings on September 6 and 27, 2011.  All voted “aye”.  Commissioner Veldkamp mentioned the possibility of holding a future meeting in the evening to inform the public of the County budget plans.  The Commissioners will discuss this at a future meeting.

Terry Albers, Emergency Manager met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to accept the quote from Sioux Falls Two Way Radio in the amount of $10,995.00 to upgrade the 2 repeater towers in Moody County to comply with the FCC National Narrowbanding Mandate.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on the Egan Fire Department.


Scott Lewis, Courthouse Custodian met with the Board.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to declare the following inventory items surplus, and to add the items to the list of surplus property to be sold at auction:  2 Weedeater string trimmers and a Coast to Coast push-mower.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on the courthouse entrances.

Commissioner Doyle informed the Board that he had discussed with Dr. Gary Bruning and Hospital Administrator Lindsay Lieischner the possibility of moving the location of the ambulance facilities to the new hospital.  The Board tabled the discussion until later in the meeting.


Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to enter into executive session at 11:20 AM.  Reason: poor relief.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Stenberg to resume regular session at 11:43 AM.  All voted “aye”.


Bill Ellingson, State’s Attorney met with the Board regarding drainage issues.


Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to declare the following inventory item surplus, and to add it to the list of surplus property to be sold at auction:  2002 Chevy Suburban; and to declare the following inventory items (removed from the 2002 Suburban) surplus, and to dispose of them:  light bar, control box, and siren.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Stenberg to authorize Wellman to hire James Rainey as a full-time dispatcher, with a starting wage of $11.09/hour per the Union wage scale effective June 1, 2011.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to authorize Wellman to hire Jamie Gaspar and Janice Jones as part-time dispatchers, with a starting wage of $10.88/hour effective June 1, 2011.  All voted “aye”.  Wellman informed the Board that the final bill to equip the 2011 Suburban with lights and sirens was $819.54 higher than the original estimate.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve the revised bill from M&T Fire & Safety of Volga, SD for the amount of $4878.92 to equip the 2011 Suburban with lights and sirens.  All voted “aye”.

Troy Wellman met with the Board as the County Personnel Committee Chairman to present the committee’s recommendation of a 3% wage increase for county employees in 2012.

Blum informed the Board that the road weight limits will be removed May 31, 2011.  Discussion was held on road conditions.

Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board.  Rancour presented the Ambulance Department’s April monthly report.  Rancour informed the Board of major repairs done recently to the main ambulance rig.  The Board discussed the condition of the ambulance rigs and instructed Rancour to inquire on the costs of a new rig.

Discussion was held on the locations of the ambulance facilities.  The Board agreed to the proposal in the amount of $1500 from Jeff Nelson of Baldridge and Nelson Architects of Sioux Falls to perform architectural work on the ambulance project at the meeting center.  This will enable the Board to gain an idea on the cost of the proposed project.  The Board also instructed Schaefers to inquire the cost of Nelson performing architectural work on the 2 south entrances of the courthouse.

Dawn Christenson, Vanessa Merhib, Linnea Janssen, and Katie Rae of the Boys and Girls Club of Moody County met with the Board to discuss the possibility of the Boys & Girls Club moving to the Extension Center in August of 2011.  Motion by Doyle to authorize the Boys and Girls club to utilize the Extension Center free of charge with the idea that the Boys & Girls Club Grant Writer will inquire on building improvements.  Doyle withdrew his motion until a contract is submitted for review.

John Hay, Soil Conservation representative met with the Board to request the Commissioners to join him in a tour of the County to show the Board certain Conservation projects.  The Commissioners will schedule a time at a later date.


Schaefers presented a GIS parcel layer sale request on behalf of the Equalization Office.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp, at DOE Brenda Duncan’s discretion, to approve the GIS parcel layer sale to the SD Department of Game, Fish, and Parks for a cost of $750.00.  Voting “aye”: 4. Voting “nay” 1.  Motion carried.


Discussion was held on the ambulance subsidy agreement with the Flandreau Santee Sioux Tribe.


Discussion was held on the possibility of the County contracting for public defender services.  The Board instructed Schaefers to schedule a meeting with Bob Pesall’s office and John Shaeffer’s office on June 7, 2011.
