
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
November 15, 2011

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, November 15, 2011 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Tom Peper, Chairman, Jerry Doyle, Dan Miles, David Stenberg, and Rick Veldkamp, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.


Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to approve the agenda as amended.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of November 1, 2011.  All voted “aye”.


Auditor Schaefers reviewed the 2011 expenditure and revenue budgets with the Board.


Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  The second reading of amended Ordinance 2011-03 was held.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to adopt the following ordinance; voting “aye”: 3, voting “nay”: 2, motion carried:

ORDINANCE #2011-03
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A 60 MILE PER HOUR SPEED LIMIT UPON A PORTION OF MOODY COUNTY HIGHWAY 77:

From 235th Street north to 220th Street


WHEREAS, Pursuant to SDCL 32-25-9.1, the Board of County Commissioners may determine and establish speed zones upon all or any part of the highways under its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, The Moody County Commission has received numerous requests to increase the speed limit from 55 miles per hour to 60 miles per hour on a portion of Moody County Highway 77,

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that a speed limit of 60 miles per hour be and the same is hereby established on that portion of Moody County Highway 77 as described below:

· On Moody County Highway 77 beginning at 235th Sreet north to 220th Street

Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  Also present was Paul Lewis, Attorney.  Discussion was held on the interpretation of the Union Agreement between Moody County and the Teamsters Local Union No. 120 affiliated with the International Brotherhood of Teamsters.  Lewis left the meeting.  Wellman informed the Board that he has been elected as the Treasurer of the SD Sheriff’s Association.

Troy Wellman, Sheriff and Gail Meyer, Register of Deeds met with the Board as representatives of the Personnel Committee. Wellman and Meyer presented the Personnel Committee’s recommendation to increase the wages for County employees by 1% in 2012, and to renew the current Wellmark Health Insurance plan at a 12.63% increase, but to do an Agent of Record change to Hahn Financial of Sioux Falls, SD.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to renew the current Wellmark Health Insurance plan at a 12.63% increase and to renew the current Delta Dental plan at a 3.2% increase, both effective January 1, 2012.  All voted “aye”. No action was taken on the Agent of Record change.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve a 1% wage increase for County employees effective January 1, 2012.  Discussion was held.  Chairman Peper called for a vote.  Voting “aye”: 4, voting “nay” 1, motion carried.

Robin Nefzger with AFLAC met with the Board to review AFLAC benefits.

Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board to present the monthly ambulance report.


Jessica Pickett and Kimberly McCoy with ICAP met with the Board to discuss the Inter-Lakes Community Action Partnership Flandreau Transit program.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to approve the $1222.49 donation from Gloria Bauske towards the lighting of the courthouse flagpole and to approve the automatic budget supplement in the amount of $1222.49 to the courthouse improvements budget due to unanticipated contribution revenue.  All voted “aye”.

Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve the following resolution, with all members voting “aye”:
