
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
October 21, 2014

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 21, 2014 in the County Commissioners' Room of the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Tom Peper, with Kay Peterson, Interim Auditor as Clerk of the Board.

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the agenda as.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Doyle to approve the amended minutes of October 7, 2014 with the following correction:  “Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to (based on the recommendation of the county personnel committee) accept the Wellmark Renewal Plan W9X/AXX at a 4.7% increase decrease effective December 1, 2014; “.  All voted “aye”.


Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to amend the motion from October 7, 2014 as follows: “Motion by Doyle, seconded by Peper to hire Austin Sejnoha as Deputy Sheriff at a Grade 13A, $13.95/hour, effective  October 22, 2014 October 21, 2014.”  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to approve new hire Sheyanne Crow for the Dispatcher Position at a Grade 7 Step A at $11.89/hour, effective October 20, 2014.  All voted “aye”.


Paul Lewis, State’s Attorney joined the meeting.  Troy Wellman was also present.  The Board held discussion on the Wheel Tax Ordinance.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Miles to approve the following ordinance with all members voting “aye”:

ORDINANCE #14-01
An Ordinance Providing for Amendments to the Wheel Tax Ordinance of

Moody County #03-01 & #03-02, and #08-01

BE IT ORDAINED by Moody County that Sections 1, 2, and 5 of Ordinance #03-01, and Sections 1 and 2 of Ordinance #03-02 , and Sections 1, 2 and 4 of Ordinance #08-01 be amended in their entirety to read as follows:

SECTION 1.

All motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1, registered in the county, shall have a wheel tax imposed upon each vehicle at a rate not to exceed four ($4.00) per vehicle wheel.

SECTION 2.

The wheel tax shall be administered and collected by the county.  The per vehicle wheel rate shall be the same for all types of vehicles and the total vehicle tax may not exceed sixteen dollars ($16.00) per vehicle.

SECTION 5.


This Ordinance shall cover and impose the amended wheel tax for vehicles eligible for license registration or license renewal for January 1, 2015, and all subsequent months.  This Ordinance shall impose a wheel tax upon all motor vehicles as described, even though license registration or renewal takes place before January 1, 2015.

Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the following resolution with all members voting “aye”:

RESOLUTION 14100701
RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH THE DISTRIBUTION OF WHEEL TAX REVENUE
WHEREAS, Moody County, pursuant to the authority granted in SDCL 32-5A-1, has imposed a wheel tax for all motor vehicles, defined by SDCL 32-3-1(23) eligible for license registration or renewal for January 1, 2015 and all subsequent months; and

WHEREAS, SDCL 32-5A-2, requires the Board of County Commissioners, by resolution, to establish a means of distributing the revenue generated by a wheel tax;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Moody County Board of Commissioners, that a levy of four dollars ($4.00) per wheel is hereby established, with a limit of sixteen dollars ($16.00) per vehicle, and that the revenue generated from the County wheel tax shall be distributed 100% to Moody County, deposited in the Highway and Bridge Fund and used only for the highway and bridge maintenance and construction.

Mark Bonrud, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board to present the September ambulance report and updated the Board on the department in general.

Gail Meyer, Register of Deeds met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to approve the 

6-month step increase of Deputy ROD Kristy Torson to a Grade 9 Step B at $12.90/hour, effective November 3, 2014.  All voted “aye”.

Kari Anderson, Deputy Auditor met with the Board.  Anderson presented the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis as of September 30, 2014 as required by the Department of Legislative Audit.  Anderson reported the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the General Fund as of September 30, 2014 was $892,326.31.  This represents 22.80% of the total appropriations for ¼ of the current year’s annual budget plus the subsequent year’s annual budget.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Ehrichs to approve and file the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis with the Department of Legislative Audit.  All voted “aye”.

Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board to discuss the Boiler Inspection and winterizing the Trent facility.


Samantha VonEye, County Nurse presented the Public Health Office quarterly report.  In addition to the normal services provided, the department has had flu clinics and school assessments.  VonEye attended a conference on Human Trafficking in Sioux Falls.


A discussion took place regarding holding a special meeting on December 30, 2014 to review year-end items.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to accept the resignation of Barb Warborg effective December 29, 2014.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to authorize Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent to advertise the position opening. All voted “aye”.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to amend to the October 7,2014 motion to approve new hire Berdyene Bowen as Substitute Librarian, Grade 5 Step A at $11.19/ hour, retroactive to June 17, 2014.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Doyle to amend the October 7, 2014 motion to approve new hire Joy Chamley as Substitute Librarian, Grade 5 Step A at $11.19/ hour, effective October 7, 2014.  All voted “aye”.


A discussion regarding staffing in the Auditor’s Office took place.
