
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
December 20, 2016

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 20, 2016 in the County Commissioners' Room of the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Jerry Doyle, Rick Veldkamp, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Chuck Jones, with Kristina Krull, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present:  Marty Skroch, Commission Assistant, Paul Lewis, States Attorney, Hannah Koeller, Moody County Enterprise, Carla Bruning, Commissioner Elect of Commissioner District 2.
Chairman Doyle called the meeting to order.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the minutes of December 6, 2016. All voted “aye”. 

Troy Wellman, Sheriff presented a purchase request to the Board.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to approve the purchase of a 2017 Chevrolet Suburban from Lamb Motors under State bid specifications for the amount of $41157.00, with the addition of 110 power converter costing $50.00, remote start costing $395.00, vinyl seats and floors reducing the cost $100 and 5 more keys costing $207.00, with the vehicle purchase totaling $41709.00.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on city contract hours.  Discussion was held on invoice over $1000.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Jones to approve the invoice from Drennen Gun Shop in the amount of $3695.95. All voted “aye”.

Josh Shellum, Legislative Audit, conducted the formal closing conference in connection with the audit of the financial statements of Moody County as of December 31, 2015.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Doyle to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign the letter of compliance for the Department of Legislative Audit.  All voted “aye”.

Kristina Krull, Auditor met with the Board.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve an automatic budget supplement to the Emergency Management supplies budget in the amount of $2358.48 for unexpected Grant Revenue.  All voted “aye”.

Jerry Doyle, Commissioner discussed the 4-H shed.

Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent gave a status update on the Ward Road Bridge.  Also present Rick Wiese, Riverview Township.  Discussion was held on a trailer purchase.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 11:00 AM pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  personnel.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to resume regular session at 11:31 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Marty Skroch, Commission Assistant/HR Director met with the Board.  Discussion was held on SD Weed and Pest Dues.  Skroch informed the Board Vast would be coming January 10 & 11 to install the new phones and do training.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Veldkamp to accept the termination of Timothy Bellot, Heavy Equipment Operator effective December 14, 2016.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to hire Timothy Stanga, Shared Deputy Register of Deeds, Equalization, and Zoning at a Grade 9 Step C at $14.09/hr effective January 2nd 2017.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to authorize Chairman Doyle to sign the Amendment #2 for the 2016 SLA Agreement for Emergency Management.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Ehrichs to authorize Chairman Doyle to sign the 2017 E911 Maintenance agreement with First District.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to add the Resource Center to the Santel HAAS Contract as in the 2017 Budget.  All voted “aye”.
Kristina Krull, Auditor reviewed the cash balance.
