The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, July 5, 2011 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Tom Peper, Chairman, Jerry Doyle, Dan Miles, Dave Stenberg and Rick Veldkamp, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.

Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Doyle to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of June 21, 2011.  All voted “aye”.


Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent met with the Board to discuss the 2012 Highway budget request and staffing concerns.  The Commissioners informed Blum that Trent City will be closing a portion of the County Road going through Trent on July 23 at 10:00 a.m. for the Trent 125th Celebration Parade.  Discussion was held on the County Highway employees helping the City of Flandreau with cleanup from the July 1st storm.

James DeLay, Veterans’ Service Officer met with the Board to discuss the 2012 VSO budget request.


Terry Albers, Emergency Manager met with the Board.  Also present were DJ Geraets & Mike Larson of the Egan Fire Department.  Discussion was held on the communication issues between the Egan Fire Department and the Egan City Council, and on the concern of the dwindling number of volunteer members on the Egan Fire Department roster.  Larson will provide more information to Albers before the next Commission meeting.  Geraets & Larson then left the meeting.  Albers discussed the events of the July 1st storm in Flandreau, and the coordination of the ongoing cleanup.


Chairman Peper left the meeting.

Lindsay Leischner, Avera Flandreau Hospital Administrator met with the Board to review the plans for the future new/renovated Avera Flandreau Clinic and Hospital.


Auditor Schaefers presented a new hire request.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize Schaefers to hire Kay Peterson for the Deputy Auditor Position at a Grade 9A, $11.51/hour effective July 18, 2011.  All present voted “aye”.

Auditor Schaefers reviewed poor relief cases with the Board.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve payment for the following poor relief cases, totaling $59,702.49, with all members present voting “aye”: case #20100203 10,757.01, case #20090403 $29,840.70, case #20091014 $6,238.60, case #20091002 $2,449.59, case #20090702 $3,274.50, case #20091007 $3,218.02, case #20091013 $866.48 and case #20091203 $3,057.59.


Schaefers presented a summary of the net proceeds from the surplus auction held on June 30, 2011.


Discussion was held on County property (parcel 105.48.19.350) that was taken by tax deed.

Carol Hurley and Anna Duncan of the Moody County Historical Society met with the Board to present their 2012 budget request and to inform the Board that the Moody County Museum is planning a fund drive in order to help fund the expenses of remodeling and expanding the Moody County Historical Society Museum.


Scott Lewis, Courthouse Custodian and Buddy Tye, Courthouse Grounds Supervisor met with the Board to discuss damage and cleanup plans from the July 1st storm in Flandreau.

Chairman Peper rejoined the meeting.


Bill Ellingson, State’s Attorney met with the Board to discuss the 2012 State’s Attorney budget request.  Discussion was also held on possibly implementing a nuisance ordinance in Moody County.


Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor and Mark Bonrud, Paramedic met with the Board to discuss the options of purchasing a new ambulance rig.


Brenda Duncan, Director of Equalization met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to declare the following surplus property:  Lexmark Z55 printer.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Doyle to approve the GIS parcel layer sale to First District, to be utilized for the City of Colman, at a cost of $750.00.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to authorize Duncan to attend the Agland Task Force Meeting in Pierre on August 29.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to conduct business as Joint Board of Commission and Planning and Zoning at 2:05 pm.  All voted “aye”.  Also present was Director of Equalization Brenda Duncan.  Motion Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to waive the $1 per 1,000 valuation fee for future building permits to replace existing structures (of equal value) damaged by the July 1st storm.  Discussion was held.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on implementing a nuisance ordinance in Moody County.  One plat was reviewed.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to approve the following plat, with all members voting “aye”:

John Hay, Soil Conservation Officer met with the Board to inform them that the Soil Conservation’s Area Forrester would like to meet with the Commissioners regarding tree and landscape design needed at the courthouse because of the July 1st storm damage.

Auditor Schaefers discussed the proposed 2012 Provisional Budget and Means of Finance.
