Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Stenberg to approve the agenda.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of August 23, 2011.  All present voted “aye”.


Auditor Schaefers reviewed 2011 revenue and expenditure budgets with the Board.


Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the automatic budget supplement to the Water System Budget in the amount of $13,308.30 due to unanticipated grant revenue.  All present voted “aye”.

Brenda Duncan, Director of Equalization met with the Board.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to approve the resignation of Deputy Director Karen Spencer effective September 23, 2011 and to authorize Duncan to advertise the Deputy Director position opening.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to authorize Duncan to travel to the Union County Director of Equalization’s Office on September 9.  All present voted “aye”.  Duncan briefed the Board on the recent Ag-land Taskforce meeting.

Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to adjourn to conduct business as Joint Board of Commission and Board of Planning and Zoning at 9:20 AM.  All present voted “aye”.  Also present was Director of Equalization Brenda Duncan.  One plat was reviewed.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve the following resolution, with all members present voting “aye”:

Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to adjourn to conduct business as Board of Adjustment at 9:30 AM.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to resume regular session at 9:50 AM.  All present voted “aye”.

Dave Stenberg, Commissioner discussed the speed limits on County roads.

Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board.  Discussion was held on landscaping for the courthouse grounds.


Rick Mayko of the South Dakota Department of Agriculture met with the Board to present a tree plan for the courthouse grounds.  Also present was Scott Lewis, Custodian.

Norm Evers and Colin Evers of Norm’s Green House of Sioux Falls, SD met with the Board to present a tree plan for the courthouse grounds.  Also present was Scott Lewis, Custodian.

Leslie Downer and Jerry Ellefson, County residents met with the Board to discuss drainage issues on Highway 34.

The Board conducted the public hearing at 1:00 PM for the consideration of the Provisional Budget for 2012.  Mark Goetz of the Moody County Fair Board met with the Board to discuss the 2012 Fair Budget.  Carol Hurley and Anna Duncan of the Moody County Historical Society met with the Board to discuss the 2012 Historical Sites Budget.  The Board tabled the discussion until later in the meeting.

Erica Rorvik, County Librarian met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to authorize Rorvik to attend the SD Library Association’s Conference in Spearfish October 6-7.  All present voted “aye”.

Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to enter into executive session at 1:35 PM, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  personnel-department reviews.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to resume regular session at 3:10 PM.  All present voted “aye”.
Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize Dispatcher Janice Jones to attend Dispatcher Training September 11-23 in Pierre, and to authorize Deputy Nathan Bowden to attend Nibes Training September 27-29 in Pierre.  All present voted “aye”.  Wellman discussed security issues at the Sheriff’s Office.

Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to approve the quote from Norm’s Greenhouse and Nursery of Aurora, SD to plant 30 trees on the courthouse grounds per the tree plan presented earlier in the meeting for a total of $4800.00.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve the proposal from Austreim Landscaping of Brookings, SD to complete the lawn repair project at the courthouse grounds for a total cost of $4800.00, to be completed after the tree planting by Norm’s Greenhouse and Nursery.  All present voted “aye”.

Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the step increase of Kimberly Leibel to an EMT/SSP, Step C at $34,189.56/year effective September 26, 2011.  All present voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on the ambulance rigs and repairs done to the main ambulance rig (529).  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to reject all bids for the new ambulance rig that were opened and reviewed at the August 9, 2011 Commission meeting.  All present voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on tire repairs performed on the ambulance rigs and discussion was held on the ambulance uniforms.
The Board resumed discussion on the 2012 Provisional Budget.  Discussion focused on the following budgets:  Fair, Historical Sites, Extension, Weed, Ambulance and on Property Tax Revenue and Capital Accumulations.  Schaefers reviewed the County valuation and the County levy for 2011 payable 2012.  The Board agreed on the following changes to the provisional budget: General Fund: increase Commissioner Budget by $4,000 due to insurance adjustments, decrease Auditor Budget by $3,900 due to insurance adjustments, increase General Government Building Budget by $20,000 due to the possible meeting center renovation, decrease Ambulance Budget by $3400 due to insurance adjustments, increase the Fair Budget by $500, decrease Capital Accumulations by $10,000 due to the reduction of the Ambulance accumulation, increase Cash Applied by $10,566, and decrease Property Tax revenue by $250 due to the final County value/growth calculation; Fire Fund: decrease Property Tax revenue by $2107 and increase cash applied by $2107.  Auditor Schaefers will prepare the revised budget for the Board’s review on September 27th.

Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Stenberg to authorize to increase the Extension Janitor position to 12 hours a week, and to increase the salary of the position to $7020/year effective September 12, 2011.  All present voted “aye”.
