
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
October 18, 2011

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 18, 2011 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Tom Peper, Chairman, Jerry Doyle, Dan Miles, David Stenberg, and Rick Veldkamp, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.


Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Stenberg to approve the agenda as amended.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to approve the minutes of October 4, 2011.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to conduct business as Drainage Board at 9:07 AM.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to resume regular session at 9:25 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Auditor Schaefers presented a list of outstanding warrants for the Board’s review.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the following resolution with all members voting “aye”:

WHEREAS, any unclaimed funds held by Moody County which remain unclaimed by the owner for more than one year after becoming payable is presumed abandoned, and

WHEREAS, a list of outstanding warrants which have not been presented for payment was reviewed by the board of commissioners at the meeting held on Tuesday, October 18, 2011, and

WHEREAS, SDCL 7-22-17 provides for the cancellation of outstanding warrants,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Veldkamp to declare the claims presented abandoned and authorize the cancellation of said warrants in the amount of $148.39. Auditor Schaefers presented the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis as of September 30, 2011 as required by the Department of Legislative Audit.  Schaefers reported the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the General Fund as of September 30, 2011 was $1,043,279.52.  This represents 25.96% of the total appropriations for ¼ of the current year’s annual budget plus the subsequent year’s annual budget.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to approve and file the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis with the Department of Legislative Audit.  All voted “aye”.

Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the automatic budget supplement to the Highway Supplies and Materials Budget in the amount of $3500.00 due to unanticipated contribution revenue.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to appoint Deputy Auditor Kari Anderson to the Moody County Combined Personnel, Salary, & Employee Benefits Board, representing the following departments: Auditor, Director of Equalization, Custodian, and State’s Attorney.  All voted “aye”.


Kay Peterson, Deputy Auditor met with the Board to present poor relief cases.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to deny case #20110904 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to deny case #20110804 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to deny case #20110901 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to deny case #20110902 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to deny case #20110903 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to deny case #20110905 due to no response from the patient to the information request.  All voted “aye”.

Gloria Bauske, County resident met with the Board to inform them that she would like to donate $1000.00 towards the flagpole project.  The Board will discuss the flagpole project later in the meeting with Custodian Scott Lewis.

Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to authorize Wellman to advertise for a part-time dispatcher.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on security at the Sheriff’s office, the Sheriff Repairs budget, and the patrol hours for the City of Colman.

Jeff Nelson with Baldridge and Nelson met with the Board.  Also present was Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to proceed with the ambulance project at the meeting center, and to include the repair of the two south entrances of the courthouse with the project.  All voted “aye”.

Attorney Paul Lewis met with the Board.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to enter into executive session at 11:20 AM pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  contract negotiations.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to resume regular session at 11:35 AM.  All voted “aye”.


Auditor Schaefers presented information from First District regarding redistricting of the Commissioner Districts, based on new population information obtained from the recent Census.  The Commission will revisit the redistricting proceedings at the November 15, 2011 meeting.


Troy Wellman, Sheriff and Mike Eisenbarth, Flandreau City Chief of Police met with the Board.  The second reading of Ordinance 2011-01 was held.  Eisenbarth and Wellman spoke in favor of the ordinance.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to approve the following ordinance, with all members voting “aye”:

ORDINANCE #2011-01
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A 35 MILE PER HOUR 

SPEED LIMIT UPON A PORTION OF VETERANS STREET IN THE CITY OF FLANDREAU: 

From South Dakota Highway 32 to Kuhle Street


WHEREAS, Pursuant to SDCL 32-25-9.1, the Board of County Commissioners may determine and establish speed zones upon all or any part of the highways under its jurisdiction; and


WHEREAS, The Moody County Commission has received a request from the City of Flandreau to establish the speed limit at 35 miles per hour on Veterans Street in order to set the speed limit the same as the speed limit that already exists on a portion of Veterans Street up to the 55 mph zone,


THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that a speed limit of 35 miles per hour be and the same is hereby established on that portion of the street as described below:

· Veterans Street from Highway 32 to Kuhle Street in the City of  Flandreau, SD
