Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to approve the agenda.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of July 17, 2012.  All present voted “aye”.


Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize all interested elected and appointed County employees to attend the District Meeting in Madison on August 20th.  All present voted “aye”.


Brad Grootwassink, Painter met with the Board.  Also present was Scott Lewis, Courthouse Custodian and Buddy Tye, Extension Custodian.  Discussion was held on the painting of the interior of the Courthouse and the exterior of the Extension Building.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to approve the proposal of Brad Grootwassink to paint the exterior of the Extension Building for the amount of $5131.25.  All present voted “aye”.

Linette Christensen, Treasurer and Gail Meyer, Register of Deeds met with the Board to present information on GovTeller, which is a method to process credit and debit card payments for property taxes and other payments such as Motor Vehicle Fees and Marriage Licenses.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize both the Moody County Treasurer’s Office and Register of Deeds’ Office to enter into a 36-month contract with GovTeller, allowing these offices to accept payments by credit and debit card, with no processing fees charged to the County. Terry Albers, Emergency Manager met with the Board.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Doyle to approve the following resolution retro-effective July 17, 2012, with all members present voting “aye”:

RESOLUTION 12080701

RESOLUTION DECLARING A FIRE DANGER EMERGENCY IN MOODY COUNTY AND PROHIBITING OPEN BURNING

WHEREAS, due to extreme drought conditions prevalent in Moody County and due to high temperatures and low humidity, a fire danger emergency now exists within Moody County, South Dakota, now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MOODY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS that a Fire Danger Emergency is hereby declared and until this resolution be otherwise rescinded by the Moody County Board of Commissioners, all open burning is hereby prohibited within the boundaries of Moody County, exclusive of any incorporated municipality with the County, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution is declared to be necessary for the immediate preservation of the public safety in accordance with the provisions of SDCL 7-18A-8 and is effective immediately and shall continue in force and affect until rescinded by the Moody County Board of Commissioners.
