
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
September 25, 2012

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 25, 2012 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Tom Peper, Chairman, Dan Miles, David Stenberg, and Rick Veldkamp, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present were Billy Stitz with the Moody County Enterprise and Tom Ehrichs, county resident.  Absent:  Commissioner Jerry Doyle.

Chairman Peper called the meeting to order.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to approve the agenda as amended.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to approve the minutes of September 4, 2012.  All present voted “aye”.


Brenda Duncan, Director of Equalization met with the Board to present a travel request.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to authorize Duncan to attend the GIS Workshop in Watertown September 27.  All present voted “aye”.

Auditor Schaefers informed the Board that VSO Jim DeLay successfully passed the 2012 Veterans Benefits School annual exam.

Schaefers presented a request for employee flu shot immunizations.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize the payment for flu shots for all full-time County employees and all permanent, regularly scheduled part-time County employees.  All present voted “aye”.


Linette Christensen, Treasurer met with the Board to present a revised purchase request.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Stenberg to revise the motion made on August 21, 2012 to authorize the Treasurer’s office to purchase a Dell Optiplex 390 computer from IBS of Brookings for the amount of $870.50, which includes installation costs.  All present voted “aye”.

Kay Peterson, Deputy Auditor met with the Board to present poor relief cases. Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Veldkamp to deny poor relief case #20120910 as the hospital did not send the notice of emergency hospitalization to the county within 15 days as required.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Veldkamp to deny poor relief case #20120809 due to the patient having the ability to pay.  All present voted “aye”.

Vanessa Merhib and Chuck Martinell of the Boys & Girls Club met with the Board.  Motion by Stenberg, seconded by Miles to authorize Chairman Peper to sign the letter of support for the Moody County Boys & Girls Club to be awarded the Community Block Fund Grant through the City of Flandreau, awarded by the State of South Dakota.  All present voted “aye”.


Kristene Rancour, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board.  Rancour presented the August ambulance report.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize Rancour to conduct an A-EMT Class for Moody County EMTs and to purchase books for the Moody County part-time EMTs at $182.50/piece.  All present voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on Hepatitis B and TB testing for Moody County Ambulance employees.  Discussion was held on repairs needed to the main ambulance rig.  

Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board to discuss the duties of the County Coroner and repairs needed to one of the Sheriff’s vehicles.


Tom Ehrichs left the meeting.


Commissioner Stenberg discussed sending a letter to the Regional Watershed Advisory Task Force regarding drainage and water management.


 Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board to discuss the courthouse dome and architectural services provided by Baldridge & Nelson Architects of Sioux Falls.  The Board instructed Lewis and Auditor Schaefers to research other architectural firms.


Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize Chairman Peper to sign and send a letter regarding drainage in Moody County to the Regional Watershed Advisory Task Force on behalf of the Commission.  All present voted “aye”.


Auditor Schaefers presented the 2013 Annual Budget to the Board.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to adopt the 2013 Annual Budget Resolution as set forth with amendments to the Provisional Budget as outlined below.  Motion by Stenberg to amend the original motion to include a deduction of $5,000.00 to the Capital Assets line in the Sheriff Department’s Budget.  Motion died for a lack of a second.  Chairman Peper called for a vote on the original motion.  All members present voted “aye”.

RESOLUTION
ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR MOODY COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA

Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and, 

Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law and, 
Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations, and additions have been made thereto.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Moody County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2013 and ending December 31, 2013 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Moody County, South Dakota, this 25th day of September, 2012.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor Moody County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Moody County for the year January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013.

WHEREAS, Moody County has long-term needs but with tax limitations does not have the funding available in a single-budget year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Moody County Commissioners do hereby agree to accumulate funds out of the General Fund as cash reserves to allow for the purpose of replacement of the ambulance.  Moody County hereby agrees to designate $10,000 in 2013 for General Fund Capital Accumulation projects.

WHEREAS, Moody County has long-term needs but with tax limitations does not have the funding available in a single-budget year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Moody County Commissioners do hereby agree to accumulate funds out of the General Fund as cash reserves to allow for the purpose of the replacement of the courthouse dome and air conditioning unit.  Moody County hereby agrees to designate $100,000 in 2013 for General Fund Capital Accumulation projects.

WHEREAS, Moody County has projected plans for highway projects.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Moody County accumulate funds for overlay projects to allow transfers from these reserves with the maximum accumulation of $500,000.  Moody County will designate $200,000 in 2013 for overlay projects.
