
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
March 19, 2013

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, March 19, 2013 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Tom Peper, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present was Billy Stitz of the Moody County Enterprise.


Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Peper to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Miles to approve the minutes of March 4 and March 5, 2013.  All voted “aye”.

As advertised, a hearing was held at 9:00 AM to consider a petition to vacate the following property:


Neises Tract an Addition in the West Half of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4) of Section Nine (9), Township One

Two plats were reviewed.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Miles to approve the following resolution, with all members voting “aye”:
