
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
July 16, 2013

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, July 16, 2013 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Tom Peper, with Lori Schaefers, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present was Billy Stitz of the Moody County Enterprise.

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to approve the agenda as amended.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the minutes of July 2, 2013.  All voted “aye”.
Linette Christensen, Moody County Treasurer met with the Board to review the County finances.


Kay Peterson, Deputy Auditor met with the Board to present poor relief cases.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to deny case #20130402 as the patient is eligible for services through Indian Health Services.  All voted “aye”.
