Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to (based on the recommendation of the county personnel committee) accept the Wellmark Renewal Plan W9X/AXX at a .04% increase effective December 1, 2013; and to accept the Delta Dental Renewal plan at a 0% increase, accept the VSP Vision renewal at a 0% increase, and accept the Standard Life Insurance and Long Term Disability at a 0% increase all effective January 1, 2014.  The motion also includes the approval to continue the Wellmark Health cost sharing for the deductible with the County contributing $750/Single and $750/Two Party or Family.  The County does not reimburse any of the drug deductible.  All voted “aye”.  


Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to adjourn to conduct business as Drainage Board at 9:25 AM.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Peper to resume regular session at 9:40 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Commissioner Doyle briefed the Board on meetings he attended at the County Convention held in Spearfish September 16-18.


Janelle Weatherly, County resident met with the Board.  Also present were State’s Attorney Paul Lewis, DOE Brenda Duncan, and County residents Jon Scofield and Todd Dietrich.  Weatherly presented the following request:
Request for a moratorium:

- “I am requesting the Moody County Commissioners to vote in favor of a two year moratorium on any expansion of existing CAFOs to Class C, B, or A, and a two year moratorium on new CAFOs not yet in operation to begin during October 2013.  Any reputable investor, who includes the community’s best interest in mind rather than just profit, would be willing to pause a bit to gain public support of their venture.
This moratorium will allow time for county commissioners or an appointed committee to study facts of the most recent EPA Clean Water Act, health risks associated with CAFOs such as community-associated MRSA according to the September 16, 2013 Journal of America Medical Association, and other legitimate concerns about concentrated animal feeding operations before making recommendations.  Commissioners will develop appropriate strategies for conditional use permits of CAFOs based on recommendations.  Strategies would provide for protection of the health, safety and welfare of Moody County citizens and the county’s environment while encouraging responsible agricultural and humane livestock endeavors.”  Janelle Weatherly – Preserve Rural America Co-Chair

No action was taken at this time.  County residents Janelle Weatherly and Dianna Torson left the meeting.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to deny case #20130901 due to the patient being indigent by design and the notice of emergency hospitalization was not sent to the county within 15 days.
