
UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF
September 23, 2014


The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 23, 2014 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Tom Peper, with Kay Peterson, Interim Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present were County residents Julie Penning, Hugh Hagel, Roger VanDyke, Angie Olesen and Craig Sutherland.

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the amended agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to approve the amended minutes of September 2, 2014 with the following correction:  Civil and Warrant fees collected $516.48.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Peper to adjourn to conduct business as Board of Adjustment at 9:02 AM.  All voted “aye”.  DeAnna Berke, Deputy Director of Equalization joined the meeting.

Motion by Peper, seconded by Miles to adjourn to conduct business as Joint Board of the Moody County Commissioners and Planning at 9:35 AM.  All voted “aye”.  County residents Penning, Hagel, VanDyke, Olesen, and Sutherland left the meeting.  One plat was reviewed.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to approve the following plat resolution for conservation easement purposes only, with all members voting “aye”.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to adjourn and resume regular session at 9:40 AM.  All voted “aye”.  Paul Lewis, States Attorney joined the meeting.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Doyle to enter into Executive Session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2, at  9:40 AM.  Reason:  personnel.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to resume regular session at 10:20 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Paul Lewis, State’s Attorney met with the Board to discuss amending the current Wheel Tax.  Marc Blum-Highway Superintendent, Linette Christensen-Treasurer, and Carlene Wild of the Moody County Enterprise joined the meeting.  Blum presented a comparison report detailing increased expenses of maintaining roads from 2008 to present.  Commissioner Doyle provided a comparison report by county on the condition of roads and bridges.  Christensen reported on the potential increased revenue the proposed amended Wheel Tax would provide and that revenue produced from such a tax remains in Moody County and is restricted to use for roads and bridges.  Interested County residents are encouraged to attend the First Reading of the Wheel Tax which will take place at the October 7, 2014 Commissioners Meeting at 10:30 AM.  The Second Reading will take place on October 21, 2014.  Proposed date of implementation is January 1, 2015.  All additional attendees, with the exception of the States Attorney left the meeting.


Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the board to discuss payroll schedule for the Dispatching staff.  The Board requested Kari Anderson, Deputy Auditor join the meeting to present information regarding the payroll process.  Additional research will be done prior to the Personnel Board making a recommendation to the Commission at a future meeting.  Wellman also presented Deputy staffing concerns.   Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to accept the resignation of Nate Bowden, Chief Deputy effective September 25, 2014 and approval for Bowden to remain on staff as a part-time employee as needed.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to approve new hire advertisement for a Deputy Sheriff position retroactive to September 12, 2014.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to approve a travel request by Wellman for November 12-14, 2014 to the Fall Sheriff’s Convention in Sioux Falls, SD.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Peper to approve a repair bill of $1200.71 to Krulls.  All voted “aye”.

Linette Christensen, Treasurer met with the Board to present a purchase request.  Motion by Peper, seconded by Miles to approve the purchase of a receipt printer for $735.90 from Barcodes Inc.  All voted “aye”.


Gail Meyer, Register of Deeds met with the Board to present a purchase request.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Peper to approve the purchase of a Dell Optiplex computer, Port Card and a Canon DR scanner for $4193.00 from Tech Solutions with a billing date of 1/31/15.  All voted “aye”.

Amanda Stade, 4-H Advisor met with the Board to present the Moody County 4-H Quarterly Report.


Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the board to discuss winterizing a tax property.


Erica Rorvik, Librarian was unable to meet with the Board as scheduled.  Kay Peterson, Interim Auditor presented information regarding the Library Substitute list.


Jerry Doyle, Commissioner presented a report of recent 2014 County Convention held in Pierre, SD.  Wheel Tax, bridge maintenance, social media, election, work comp, legislative resolutions were among the seminars he attended.


Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Peper, to declare the following property surplus, and to dispose of it as it has no value, with all members voting “aye”.

ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR MOODY COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA

Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and, 

Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law and, 
Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations, and additions have been made thereto.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Moody County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2015 and ending December 31, 2015 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Moody County, South Dakota, this 23rd day of September, 2014.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor Moody County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Moody County for the year January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.

CAPITAL ACCUMULATION RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the County Commissioners may authorize the accumulation of funds for a period longer than one year for capital outlay purposes, and

WHEREAS, Moody County owns and operates an ambulance service, and

WHEREAS, Moody County has long-term needs but with tax limitations does not have the funding available in a single-budget year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Moody County Commissioners do hereby agree to accumulate funds out of the General Fund as cash reserves to allow for the purpose of replacement of the ambulance.  Moody County hereby agrees to designate $10,000 in 2015 for General Fund Capital Accumulation projects.

AUTHORIZING RESOLUTION

COUNTY SITE ANALYSIS PROGRAM

WHEREAS the Moody County Board of County Commissioners is interested in the analysis of rural sites for potential agriculturally related economic development; and

WHEREAS this research is based upon various infrastructure, road and land use factors; and
WHEREAS the research may identify sites that are suitable for agriculturally related economic development according to a classification scale, ranging from “good” to “best”; and

WHEREAS granting permission for such research is not a public declaration of county support for any specific agriculturally related economic development activity or project; and

WHEREAS the cost of the research is being addressed by other sources, such as the South Dakota Department of Agriculture; and

WHEREAS the results of the research will be made available to the county commission and general public.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Moody County Commission that it authorizes First District Association of Local Governments to conduct the research on behalf of the county and other interested parties.

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that Moody County officials will cooperate in providing any readily available data or information that may be needed in conducting the research.
