December 16, 2014

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 16, 2014 in the County Commissioners' Room of the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Chuck Jones, with Kay Peterson, Interim Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present:  Kristina Krull, Auditor Elect.

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to amend the following motion from December 9, 2014 “Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to hire Kathy Lunday as a full-time Deputy Auditor, Grade 11, Step C with a starting wage of $14.02/hour effective December 15, 2014.” to “Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to hire Kathy Lunday as a full-time Deputy Auditor, Grade 11, Step C with a starting wage of $13.95/hour effective December 15, 2014”.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to approve the minutes of December 2, 2014.  All voted “aye”.
Brenda Colombe, representing the Department of Legislative Audit, conducted the formal closing conference in connection with the audit of the financial statements of Moody County as of December 31, 2014.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Doyle to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign the letter of compliance for the Department of Legislative Audit.  All voted “aye”.


Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to enter into executive session at 9:35 AM pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  personnel.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to resume regular session at 10:10 AM.  All voted “aye”.


Janelle Steffen, Colman Librarian met with the Board to discuss the Colman Library and to express her appreciation for 18 years of employment with Moody County.


Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent met with the Board.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to accept the resignation of Highway Equipment Operator, Aaron Thielsen effective December 31, 2014.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Doyle to authorize Blum to advertise the position.  All voted “aye”.

Kevin Goff and Adam Polley of Clark Engineering presented information regarding the condition of the bridges in Moody County.  A total of 55 bridges were inspected in 2014 of which 23 were rated in Good condition, 13 were rated in Fair condition and 19 were rated in Poor condition.


Brenda Duncan, Director of Equalization met with the Board to discuss Alternates to the Board of Adjustments and inventory for the DOE office.


Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board to review the 5 year plan for the Moody County Buildings as prepared by Ciavarella Architects.


Motion by Miles, seconded by Doyle to declare the following property surplus, and to dispose of it as it has no value, with all members voting “aye”.

Kay Peterson, Interim Auditor presented 2 employee resignations.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Ehrichs to accept the resignation of Deputy Auditor Kari Anderson effective December 5, 2014.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to accept the resignation of Kay Peterson as Interim Auditor effective December 31, 2014.  All voted “aye”.  Both remain County employees with Anderson at the Highway Department and Peterson in the Auditor’s Office.

Sam VonEye, Coroner met with the Board to discuss the Coroner position.

Jerry Doyle, Commissioner informed the Board that he had been asked to serve on the CCPR (Catastrophic County Poor Relief) Board.

A tray of decorated Christmas cookies decorated by the Happy Youngsters 4-H Club was presented to the Commissioners in appreciation of their support of the program.

Tracy and Jim Jensen, County residents joined the meeting.
Mark Bonrud, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board to present the October and November 2014 Ambulance reports and vehicle maintenance logs.  A discussion was held regarding billing and collections.  The Board instructed Bonrud to set up a meeting with PCC representatives in January.
Kris Torson, Deputy ROD met with the Board to discuss the Doc Pro conversion delayed implementation.  A request for Ramon Schultz of Santel Communication to meet with the Commissioners will be made.
Brenda Duncan, DOE joined the meeting.  A discussion was held regarding the Tax Properties.  Possible avenues of marketing the properties were discussed.  This will be revisited at the December 30, 2014 meeting.

Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to authorize the County Highway Superintendent to work with the Lake Moody County Ditch Board #1 and to use County Highway Department equipment and labor to assist the Lake Moody County Ditch Board #1 in its efforts to complete maintenance work on Lake Moody County Ditch #1.  All voted “aye”.

At the Board’s request, Jean Larson met with the Board to discuss staffing needs in the Auditor’s Office.  Larson will continue to assist the Auditor’s Office on an as needed basis when her schedule allows.

Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the Board.  He reported an accident that occurred on 1-29 involving himself in the Suburban.  He will work with the Auditor’s Office to file the insurance claims.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to authorize Chairman Veldkamp to sign the 2015 Juvenile Detention Per Diem Contract with Minnehaha County.  All voted “aye”.  The detention rate increased from $155 per day to $165 per day.  The rate for non-secure detention at Volunteers of America increased from $115 to $120 per day. Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to authorize Wellman to advertise a Dispatch position.  All voted “aye”.  Wellman reviewed the vehicle maintenance logs with the Board.
