March 17, 2015

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, March 17, 2015 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, with Kristina Krull, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present Kay Peterson, Commission Assistant.  Absent: Chuck Jones.

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles, to approve the agenda.  All present voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to approve the minutes of March 3, 2015.  All present voted “aye”.

The Commissioners reviewed the 2014 Final Fund Balances and 2015 Budget with Department Heads.
