Also present Kay Peterson, Commission Assistant, Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent, Paul Lewis, States Attorney, and Harvey Shafer, Soil Conservation.  

Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Miles, seconded by Ehrichs to approve the following consent agenda with all voting “aye”:

Harvey Shafer, Soil Conservation met with the Board to discuss the 2016 Soil Conservation budget. Shafer gave the Board an update and discussion was held on road setbacks. Gary and Kathy Eikmeier, County Residents, and Carleen Wild, Moody County Enterprise joined the meeting.  Discussion was held on Right of Ways.  All additional attendees, with the exception of the States Attorney left the meeting.

Paul Lewis, States Attorney met with the Board to discuss 2016 State Attorney Budget.


As advertised, the bid opening for the sale of parcel 150.48.19.350 was held at 10:00 AM.  The following bid was received:  David Jastram, Dell Rapids, SD 1600.00.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to accept the high bid for parcel 24.04.04.06 from David Jastram in the amount of $1,600.00 and to prepare a Deed to transfer ownership of the property.  All voted “aye”. 

Auditor Krull distributed the 2015 expenditure and revenue budgets.


Kay Peterson, Commission Assistant presented a request for employee flu shot immunizations.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to authorize the payment for flu shots for all full-time County employees, all permanent/regularly scheduled part-time County employees, and part-time EMTs that have been active within the last year.  All voted “aye”.

Meeting was moved to the Farmers Room of the Courthouse.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Doyle to adjourn to conduct business as Board of Adjustment at 10:30 AM.  All voted “aye”.  The meeting resumed in the County Commissioners’ Room of the Courthouse. Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to adjourn and resume regular session at 12:30 PM. 

Paul Lewis, States Attorney, and Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent joined the meeting.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to enter into Executive Session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2, at  12:30 PM.  Reason: legal matters.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to resume regular session at 12:54 PM.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Doyle to authorize Paul Lewis to sign a stipulation agreement to issue a temporary restraining order to prevent the removal of bridge 51-196-210 during pendency of legal proceedings. All voted “aye”. Lewis and Blum left the meeting.

Troy Wellman, Sheriff met with the board to discuss the 2016 Sheriff Budget. Wellman informed the Board Rob Neuenfeldt, Deputy has outside part-time employment.   Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to authorize Wellman to advertise for a part-time Deputy Sheriff position.  All voted “aye”.


Troy Wellman, and DeAnna Berke, Personnel Board met with the Board.  Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent joined the meeting.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to (based on the recommendation of the county personnel committee) accept the Wellmark Renewal Plan W9X/AXX at a 1.2% decrease effective December 1, 2015; and to accept the Delta Dental Renewal plan at a 0% increase, accept the VSP Vision renewal at a 0% increase, and accept the Standard Life Insurance and Long Term Disability at a 0% increase all effective January 1, 2016.  The motion also includes the approval to continue the Wellmark Health cost sharing for the deductible with the County contributing $750/Single and $750/Two Party or Family.  The County does not reimburse any of the drug deductible.  All voted “aye”.

Marc Blum, Highway Superintendent met with the Board to discuss the 2016 Highway Budget.  Discussion was held on the Bridge Improvement Grant Program.  

Tyler Tiedeman, Ambulance Supervisor met with the Board.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to approve new hire Kim Wagner for the full-time EMT-Paramedic position, at a wage of $38,679.07/year effective October 5, 2015.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to authorize the step increase of EMT/SSP Eric Kovach to a EMT-SSP/Step D $38,679.07/year to take into consideration past experience.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to accept the resignation of Dr. Gary Bruning, Medical Director effective immediately.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Doyle, seconded by Ehrichs to appoint Dr. Scott Peterson as the Medical Director effective immediately.  All voted “aye”.


Scott Lewis, Cstdn met with the Board to discuss 2016 CourtHouse budget and maintenance at the Thrift Store. 

Darci Gebers, Deputy and Troy Wellman Sheriff met with the Board. Gebers informed the Board she would like to put together a Critical Incident Debriefing committee and is looking into classes that are being held for certifications.  

Terry Albers, Emergency Manager met with the Board to discuss the 2016 Budget.  Albers presented the SLA Agreement Addendum.  Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to authorize Chairman Veldkamp to sign the 2016 Emergency Management State and Local Agreement Addendum.  All voted “aye”.  Albers informed the Board the Security System is being installed September 22, and 23.  Albers also informed the Board there is a 50/50 Court Security Grant available.  The Board supported Albers to apply for the grant to help with the cost of the Securty system and to update the cameras in the courthouse.

Gail Meyer, Register of Deeds met with the Board to discuss 2016 Register of Deeds budget.

Auditor Krull presented the 2016 Annual Budget to the Board.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Doyle to adopt the 2016 Annual Budget Resolution as set forth with no amendments to the Provisional Budget.  All members voted “aye”.

RESOLUTION
ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR MOODY COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA
Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and, 

Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law and, 
Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations, and additions have been made thereto.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Moody County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2016 and ending December 31, 2016 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Moody County, South Dakota, this 22nd day of September, 2015.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor Moody County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Moody County for the year January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2016.

WHEREAS, the County Commissioners may authorize the accumulation of funds for a period longer than one year for capital outlay purposes, and

WHEREAS, Moody County owns and operates an ambulance service, and

WHEREAS, Moody County has long-term needs but with tax limitations does not have the funding available in a single-budget year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Moody County Commissioners do hereby agree to accumulate funds out of the General Fund as cash reserves to allow for the purpose of replacement of the ambulance.  Moody County hereby agrees to designate $10,000 in 2016 for General Fund Capital Accumulation projects.
