December 15, 2015

The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 15, 2015 in the County Commissioners' Room of the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present:  Chairman Rick Veldkamp, Jerry Doyle, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, and Chuck Jones, with Kristina Krull, Auditor as Clerk of the Board.  Also present:  Kay Peterson Commission Assistant.
Chairman Veldkamp called the meeting to order.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”. Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to affirm and uphold Sheriff Wellman’s recommendation for a written reprimand and 3 day suspension without pay and with continuing accruals and insurance benefits for an employee.  All voted “aye”.

Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to approve the purchase of a height adjustable standing desk for 911 in the amount of $1798 plus $150 for 12 year warranty.  All voted “aye”.  Discussion was held on Next Generation 911 updates and SLA funding.

Discussion was held on the hardware to service contract.

Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 11:20 AM pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  personnel.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Miles to resume regular session at 1:45 PM.  All voted “aye”.
Troy Wellman, Personnel Committee Chairman, met with the Board to discuss Life, AD & D, and Long Term Disability Insurance.  Also present Marc Blum, Highway Supervisor.  The current plan with Standard will reflect a 40.3% increase for the 2016 renewal. Wellman proposed a recommendation from Midwest Employee Benefits to change to Sunlife for essentially the same coverage and at a better rate.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Ehrichs to change provider to Sunlife for Life, AD&D and Long Term Disability Insurance.  All voted “aye”.
Troy Wellman, Sheriff presented a purchase request to the Board. Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the Board.  Discussion was held on Custodian job description.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Doyle to advertise for a part-time custodian position.  All voted “aye”.

Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Miles to adjourn and to conduct business as Joint Board of Moody County Commission and Planning Commission at 2:50 PM.  All voted “aye”.  Also present Brenda Duncan, DOE.  Motion by Doyle, seconded by Jones to approve the minutes of November 17, 2015.  All voted “aye”.  One plat was reviewed.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to approve the following resolution with all voting “aye”:
