


UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF

April 19, 2016


The Moody County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 19, 2016 in the County Commissioners' Room in the Courthouse at 9:00 AM, with the following members present: Chairman Jerry Doyle, Rick Veldkamp, Tom Ehrichs, Dan Miles, Chuck Jones and Marty Skroch, Commission Assistant as Clerk of the Board. 

Chairman Doyle called the meeting to order.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Jones to approve the agenda.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Ehrichs to remove the April 5, 2016 minutes from the consent agenda with all voting “aye”. Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Jones to approve the amended minutes of April 5, 2015 with the following correction: “Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve new hire Drew Vanvoorhis, part-time EMT EMT paramedic at Step 14/Grade A at 14.88/hr, effective April 5th, 2016.  All present voted “aye”. Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the consent agenda.  All voted “aye”. 
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Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to adjourn to conduct business as the Board of Adjustment at 9:05 AM.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to adjourn and to resume regular session at 9:45 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Brenda Duncan, DOE met with the Board to approve a data request from CoreLogic. Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Jones to approve request. All voted “aye”. 

Sam Von Eye, Moody County Health Nurse met with the board to give a quarterly update. 

Erica Rorvik, Librarian met with the Board to discuss the Public Library Survey.  Rorvik requested that Brenda Hahn be added to the sub list for the Colman Library.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to approve new hire Brenda Hahn, substitute Librarian Colman grade 5 step A, $11.65/hr, effective April 30, 2016. All voted “aye”. 

Marc Blum, Highway Supervisor met with the board to give updates on the status of bids for county highway projects. Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to advertise for seasonal light equipment operator.  All voted “aye”. 

Motion by Miles seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 10:45 AM, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2.  Reason:  personnel.  All voted “aye”.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Jones to resume regular session at 10:59 AM.  All voted “aye”.

Scott Lewis, Custodian met with the board to discuss having the sidewalk in front of the Sherriff’s Department surveyed.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Veldkamp to have the sidewalk surveyed.  All voted “aye”. 

Marty Skroch, Commission Assistant met with the Board to discuss staffing. Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Veldkamp to hire Tyler Fisherman as a full time dispatcher Grade 7/Step A at $12.36/hour effective May 2, 2016. All voted “aye”. Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the automatic budget supplement to the Ambulance’s repair budget in the amount of $7.096.00 due to unanticipated insurance revenue.  All voted “aye”. 

Paul Lewis, States Attorney met with the Board to discuss selling tax properties.  Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to order title insurance on county property 106.48.18.125. All voted “aye”. 
Bart Bauske, Booster Ad Agency, met with the Board to discuss Moody County Advertising with the Booster.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Veldkamp to accept the Booster rate of $2.22 per column inch through the budget year.  All voted “aye”. 

Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Ehrichs to conduct business as Board of Equalization at 1:01 PM.  All voted “aye”.  The Commissioners signed oaths as Equalization members. Linette Christensen also present. 

Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the DOE to make any changes for those applications approved by the County Treasurer for the elderly/disabled tax freeze.  All voted “aye”.  Treasurer Christensen left the meeting.

Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the DOE to make any changes due to discretionary reduction, veteran exemption, renewable resource credit, local industrial development per SDCL 10-4-8.1, and Local Board changes. All voted “aye”.

Motion by Ehrichs, seconded by Jones to approve all qualifying Owner Occupied Dwelling Applications received by the County DOE by March 15, 2016.  All voted “aye”.
Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the application for abatement of taxes for parcel 23.01.19.05 reason Moody County tax property. All voted “aye”. 
Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve the property tax exempt status application including parcel 21.50.27.36. All voted “aye”. 
Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to resume regular session at 3:30 PM.  All voted “aye”.

Marty Skroch met with the board to discuss the SDPAA contract.  Motion by Veldkamp, seconded by Miles to authorize Jerry Doyle, Chairman to sign the 2016 SDPAA Contract. All voted “aye”. 
Skroch presented the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis as of March 31, 2016 as required by the Department of Legislative Audit.  Skroch reported the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the General Fund as of March 31, 2016 was 2,005,203.86.  This represents 47.66% of the total appropriations for ¼ of the current year’s annual budget plus the subsequent year’s annual budget.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Miles to approve and file the General Fund Cash Surplus Analysis with the Department of Legislative Audit.  All voted “aye”.

Motion by Miles, seconded by Ehrichs to conduct business as the Board of Equalization at 3:37 PM.  All voted “aye”. 

Motion by Miles, seconded by Jones to approve the following valuations: All voted “aye”.
