Resolution #16050301

A Resolution Adopting Ordinance Official Zoning Map for Moody County, South Dakota
WHEREAS, the Moody County, South Dakota, Board of County Commissioners, hereinafter referred to as the Board of County Commissioners, deems it necessary, for the purpose of promoting the health, safety, and the general welfare of the County, to enact zoning regulations and to provide for its administration, and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has appointed a County Planning Commission, hereinafter referred to as the Planning Commission, to recommend the zoning district boundaries, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has divided Moody County into districts, and has established by reference to maps the boundaries of said districts for administration and interpretation; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission and Board of County Commissioners has given due public notice to a hearing relating to zoning districts, and has held such public hearings, and

WHEREAS, Moody County Zoning Ordinance 2013-02 Section 1.03.04 allows the Board of County Commissioners to adopt a New Official Zoning Map by Resolution if the new Official Zoning Map acknowledges previous Zoning District Ordinance Amendments not drafted and  corrects drafting or other errors or omissions in the prior Official Zoning Map, and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has determined that the existing Official Zoning Map, adopted by Ordinance 2001-1, has become difficult to interpret because of age and number of changes and/or additions; Specifically Ordinance 2013-02, and 

WHEREAS, the new Official Zoning Map, shall supersede the prior Official Zoning Map.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Resolution 16050301 is hereby adopted by the Board of County Commissioners, Moody County, South Dakota.

A RESOLUTION FOR THE RE-CONVEYANCE OF TAX SEIZED PROPERTY TO THE OWNER OF RECORD.

WHEREAS, on the 9th day of November, 2015, Moody County took legal title and physical possession of the following property in accordance with South Dakota Codified Law Chapters 10-25 and 10-26:

Lots Five (5) and Six (6) in Block Nineteen (19) of the Original Plat of Egan, Moody County, South Dakota, subject to easements, restrictions and rights of way of record, if any; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with SDCL §10-25-41, the Moody County Commission has the statutory authority to authorize a re-conveyance of legal title and physical possession of the above-described property, by quitclaim deed, to the owner of record at any consideration not less than the total principal, interest, and costs of all taxes due to the County upon said property; and

WHEREAS, the owner of record has presented a payment to the Moody County Treasurer which reflects a sum not less than the total principal, interest, and costs of all taxes due to the County upon said property; now, therefore


IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that, pursuant to SDCL §10-25-43, the Moody County Commission shall authorize the Moody County Treasurer to execute a quitclaim deed, attested under seal by the Moody County Auditor, delivering legal title and physical possession of the above-described property to the owner of record after the time for appealing this resolution has expired.
